Heredity.

In speaking of heredity, the speaker
declared that it did not follow that
because one parent or perchance both
had consumption or some other malig-
nant disease, that the offspring would
necessarily have the same trouble,
but that they would be predisposed to
it as certain tissues would be weaken-
ed.

Then by means of charts he told
how they had discovered the germs of
many diseaces, such typhus and
malaria. *“Germs,” he “are so in-
finitismal that when placed side by
gide it would take 10,000 to make a
square inch. There millions of
cells in the human body which are
open to these bacteria.”
