I have testified many times to the great need
of such & building and the large possibilities for good
in connection with it. ¥e have nll felt for many years
that it was one of ihe most urgent needs of the college,
and those who have been plosest in touch with the daily
life of the institution have felt the need mosi earnestly.

A chapel ie not an income preducing building
and ite erection should be accompanied by an endeavor to
jncrease our endowment and secure a men's dormitory which
would vield a revenue and provide for our increased stu-
dent body. I very kuch hope that the General Hducation
Roard will now look with favor upon our application for
a grant towards a fund of (500,000, towards which we now
have a good etart in the 410,000 recently contributed
by Covernor YcCullough and the amount suggested by Gove
ernor Mead for the erection of a chapel. 1 will greatly
apprecinte the assistance of any of you toward this end
and trust I may have your co-operation in promoting the
movement which has been so well begun.
